PYONGYANG, August 16
(KCNA) -- An indignation statement
was adopted at the international
meeting denouncing the U.S. crimes
committed in Korea held in Sinchon,
South Hwanghae Province on Aug.
16. After their occupation of south
Korea under the mask of "liberator”
and "protector" the U.S. forces
enforced the harsh military rule at the

Nearly 600,000 tons of bombs and
napham bombs and more than
600,000 rocket and biological and
chemical bombs dropped by the U.S.

thousands of villages of Korea to
ruins, which put Hitler's atrocities
into shade.
Monstrous crimes committed by

the U.S. forces in south Korea after
the war, lording it over, makes even
animals  blush  with  shame.

Judgment on the U.S. crimes
passed at internationa tribunals in
New York, Pyongyang, and Lima
was just one reflecting world voice,
the statement said, urging the U.S. to
lend an ear to the judgment of the
international tribunals and accept it
unconditionally.

The Samjiyon Schoolchildren's
Palace with atotal floor space of over
7,680 sguare meters has the main
building, a theatre, a gymnasium and
over 30 rooms including computer,
physics, voca music and Taekwon-
Do exercising rooms.

A winter sports village has been
constructed to suit the climate of the
Mt. Paektu area where it is cold and
SNOWsS heavily in winter.

An ice hockey field, ice rink, ski-
run, apine skiing ground, tourist
skiing course and jumping hill have
appeared around Pegae Peak about
1,600 meters above the sea level.

Accessory buildings including
lodging for athletes, extracurricular
sports school and resting house for
skiers and cableway with chairs
going up to the top of Pegae Peak
have also been built in the village.

Understanding the
Juche Idea

Understanding the Juche idea is
vital to understanding the modern
DPR of Korea. This article aims to
briefly acquaint readers with the
essence of the Juche ideology, as
perfected by President Kim I Sung.

The Juche idea provides that
humankind is not a simple element of
the world, but the element which
dominates the world, governing,
transforming and devel oping material
reality. In About the Juche ldea,
Leader Kim Jong Il writes “the Juche
Ideais a human-centred philosophical
idea. The human being is master of
everything and of his own destiny,
and he has the main role in the
transformation of the world and in the
development of his own destiny”

Accordingly, he writes, “the Juche
Idea defines the criteria, the point of
view and the position concerning the
world taking the human being as its
base” The Juche ldea helps to
explain man’s ideol ogical
consciousness. It is evident that,
although man’s activities reflect his
material  world, his ideologica
consciousness ultimately determines
man’'s political system, methods,
behaviour, accomplishments, way of
life and other activities.

The Juche ldea indeed stresses the
cultivation of man's ideologica

consciousness,  advocating an
independent and  revolutionary
ideological consciousness that impels
the fight to defend independence and
to transform in a revolutionary way
nature and the society.”

According to the Juche Idea, "the
decisive factor of the success in the
revolutionary fight is the organization
of the masses amed with
revolutionary ideol ogical
consciousness.” This may help to
explan why many  socidist
governments which thought that
suitable material and economic
conditions were enough for the
triumph of communism have
ultimately faced defeat. Under the
banner of the Juche idea, however,
the DPRK remans steadfastly
committed to the cause of socialism.

The Juche ideaisaso uniquein its
regjection of dogma. Juche stresses
man’'s need for initiative and an
independent and creative spirit to
solve the unique problems appearing
in each nation according to its history
and peculiar characteristics. This
facet of Juche could explain the
DPRK’s emphasis on the right of
every nation to its own self-defence.

Finaly, the Juche idea may be
unigue amongst other ideologies in
its emphasis on the human
experience. Experience is the one
factor that enables man to enrich and
to deepen his understanding of the
material world, thus enabling man to
develop ideas about how the world
works, as well as theories and
revolutionary methods in order to
change it. We must discover truth
through experience; in the modern
context, this involves joining the
struggle against imperialism.
